Britannia revisited — (re)figurações & desfigurações num espaço global 
 
Afirmando-se como espaço multidisciplinar de aprofundamento de conhecimentos sobre os 
quadros culturais que enformam o pensamento britânico, o programa visa: 
1. problematizar os conceitos de «cultura», «identidade» e «espaço» numa Inglaterra plural e 
pós-Brexit;  
2. discorrer sobre a diversidade de mundividências e o modo como estas interagem com o 
espaço urbano, criando cultura num contínuo ato de tradução; 
3. refletir sobre imagens e expectativas que a Grã-Bretanha (pós-)imperial gera em 
intelectuais e artistas que, vindos dos quatro cantos do império, transformam indelevelmente a 
geografia cultural britânica;  
4. estudar os modos como as narrativas identitárias se constroem em diálogo com o espaço no 
contexto da Inglaterra multicultural, detendo-se o olhar na cidade de Londres.  
O debate sobre um espaço outro construir-se-á a partir de um olhar estrangeiro, ganhando 
assim contornos particulares e enriquecedores.

Britannia revisited — (re)figurations & disfigurations on a global space 
 
As a multidisciplinary geography and a place of enquiry into the cultural tenets informing 
British thought, the syllabus aims to: 
1. discuss the concepts of "culture", "identity" and "space" in the framework of a plural England; 
2. debate the diversity of worldviews and the ways in which these interact with the urban space 
in the creation of a culture as a ongoing translating act; 
3. reflect upon the images and expectations which (post-)colonial Great Britain generates in 
intellectuals and artists who, coming from every corner of the empire, unmistakably transform 
British cultural geography; 
4. inquire the ways in which identitary narratives are construed in dialogue with space in the 
context of multicultural England, and particularly the city of London.

7.  Metodologia de ensino (avaliação incluída)     

 

 
Ensino: A metodologia de ensino assenta numa aliança entre momentos de carácter expositivo, 
a cargo do professor, intervenções orais dos estudantes, previamente calendarizadas e na 
participação espontânea nas aulas. Esta disciplina contempla um horário de atendimento, 
semanal, dedicado ao acompanhamento do trabalho dos estudantes. 
 
Avaliação: A avaliação dos alunos é contínua, decorrendo daí que a assiduidade, participação 
(10%) e diário da disciplina (travelogue) (20%) são fundamentais. Para além desses elementos 
de avaliação, os alunos terão de se submeter a duas provas escritas presenciais (25%+35) e uma 
apresentação oral (10%). 
 
Condições essenciais para ter aproveitamento nesta disciplina são um bom conhecimento da 
matéria exposta ao longo do ano, a capacidade para refletir e discutir sobre as questões 
pertinentes e um bom domínio da língua portuguesa. 
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Teaching methodologies (including evaluation) 
  

 

Teaching: The teaching methodology rests on the articulation of expository moments led by the 
teacher, previously scheduled students’ oral interventions and overall participation. During weekly 
office hours, students will benefit from an individualized support given by the teacher in the 
preparation of their work. 
 
The system of evaluation consists in the continuous assessment of students, including careful 
preparation of selected readings and quality class participation. Evaluation takes into account the 
following aspects: 
 

• Oral presentation: 10% 
• Two tests: 25% + 35% 
•  Travelogue: 20%
