Este curso pretende estudar o fendémeno da globaliza¢cdo no seu aspeto evolutivo e na
complexidade das suas vertentes, para discutir, de forma particular, a dimensao
cultural da globalizacdo em funcdo do desenvolvimento e impacto dos média
contemporaneos numa sociedade em constante e rapida mudanga e as suas
implicacdes na configuracdo de identidades individuais e coletivas. Sera dada especial
énfase a problematiza¢do das repercussdes da pandemia na globaliza¢do e ao papel
que a globalizacao cultural podera ter no mundo pés-COVID. No fim do semestre, os
estudantes deverdo ser capazes de:

= problematizar diversas definicdes de globalizagcdo em funcdo das suas diferentes
dimensoes;

= caracterizar os paradigmas da globalizagao cultural;
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refletir sobre a globalizacdo dos novos média e das novas formas de interacao
social em rede e sobre as suas implica¢Bes culturais e politicas no século XXI;

problematizar o impacto dos processos de globalizacdo na constru¢do da identidade
cultural no que diz respeito a questdes como raca, género, classe e religido numa era
de crescente violéncia e medo;

examinar o impacto da pandemia na globalizacao;

refletir sobre o papel da globaliza¢do cultural no mundo pés-COVID.

This course aims to examine the phenomenon of globalization in its evolution and in the
complexity of its dimensions with a view to discussing the cultural dimension of globalization. In

this reflection, aspects such as the development and impact of contemporary media in a society
in permanent and fast change and the implications thereof derived to the configuration of
individual and collective identities will be considered. Special emphasis will be put on the
examination of the implications of the pandemic for globalization and on the role cultural

globalization may have in the post-COVID world. At the end of the semester, students are
expected to:

discuss diverse definitions of globalization taking into account its various dimensions;
characterize the paradigms of cultural globalization;

reflect on the globalization of new media and new ways of social interaction networking,
and on their cultural and political consequences in the 21 century;

discuss the impact of globalization processes on the construction of cultural identity as far
as issues such as race, gender, class and religion are concerned in an era of increasing
violence and fear.

examine the impact of the pandemic on globalization;

reflect on the role of cultural globalization in the post-COVID world.
