 Demonstrar algum expertise sobre um partido político europeu e/ou uma política 

publica deste partido através de uma apresentação para os seus pares, e através 

de um trabalho escrito.

 discuss in some depth, in a paper or essay, the diversity of the political systems, cultures, 

and histories within the European Union; 

 discuss the history of the EU’s development, its key institutions, divisions about its 

“widening vs. deepening”, the EU’s “democratic deficit”, among other topics of current 

interest; 

 demonstrate their knowledge of current events in Europe by answering c. events 

questions on exams; 

 become “experts” on the politics of at least one European political party (or issue) and 

demonstrate this to their peers through an oral presentation and short paper.
