Special emphasis will be put on the representation of the Other as far as issues
related to power, national identity, race, gender, enunciative positions, ethics and ideology are
concerned within the framework of contemporary visual culture. The presentation and
discussion of the various theories will be followed by the analysis of case studies.

At the end of the semester, students are expected to:

(i) develop hermeneutic competences of cultural analysis;

(iv) produce a competent critical discourse about distinct systems of representation
anchored on appropriate bibliography and according to the rules of academic
writing.
