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Este curso tem por objetivo principal discutir 

atitudes decoloniais numa sociedade historicamente 

colonizadora. Criado para permitir que os alunos 

tenham uma experiência de imersão na narrativa 

criada em torno de Lisboa (historicamente como 

metrópole, hoje como um hub global). Iniciaremos 

com o estudo do papel da cidade durante a Era dos 

Descobrimentos e seu processo de reconstrução 

depois do terramoto de 1755. Em seguida, os alunos 

estudarão a Lisboa contemporânea em sua 

fisiologia, com foco nas zonas de diversidade 

cultural. O curso inclui uma série de trabalhos de 

campo em edifícios emblemáticos da cidade, 

monumentos e museus, além de empresas 

tradicionais que buscam se adaptar à 

contemporaneidade nas áreas em torno da cidade. 

Os alunos terão contato com membros de 

organizações sociais e culturais, líderes 

comunitários e empreendedores. Participarão de 

workshops sobre projetos de desenvolvimento da 

cidade, gentrificação, cultura e start-ups. 

The course main objective is to discuss decolonial 

attitudes in a historically colonial society. It is designed 

to immerse students in a narrative built around the city 

of Lisbon (historically as a metropolis, nowadays as a 

global hub). The starting point will be the fundamental 

role of the city in the Age of Discovery, and the 

reconstruction process after the earthquake of 1755. 

Then, students will explore contemporary Lisbon and 

its physiology, focusing on its culturally diverse 

neighborhoods. Classes will include field trips to 

emblematic buildings, monuments and museums, as 

well as to traditional businesses who had to adapt to 

contemporaneity in the surrounding areas. Students 

will be in close contact with members of social and 

cultural organizations, community leaders, and 

business developers. They will participate in 

workshops on city development and gentrification, 

culture, as well as start-ups. 

Serão 7 os principais objectivos: 

 

(1) Desenvolver uma mais vasta e 

multifacetada noção do conceito de 

globalização ao longo dos séculos, 

tomando a História de Portugal, em 

particular a de Lisboa, como pano de 

fundo. 

(2) Compreender como a diversidade 

multicultural cria novas dinâmicas 

(culturais, sociais e empresariais) que 

estruturam a noção de “cidade 

cosmopolita” 

(3) Promover a discussão sobre a política 

colonial portuguese, decolonialismo e 

imigração sob a lente dos Estudos 

Africanos 

(4) Re-avaliar o impacto das minorias nas 

dinâmicas sociais, culturais e econômicas 

da cidade ao longo da sua história 

(5) Proporcionar aos estudantes a 

possibilidade de conhecer diversas 

culturas e nacionalidades de modo a 

promover consciência social e inclusão 

(6) Incentivar alunos a desenvolver um 

pensamento criativo e de colaboração 

 Explorar o conceito de “trabalho de 

campo” como uma experiência a curto 

prazo de educação em negócios

This course is designed with 7 learning objectives in 

mind:  

(1) To develop a broader and multifaceted 

understanding of the concept of globalization 

throughout the centuries, having the History 

of Portugal, particularly that of Lisbon, as a 

background.  

(2) To understand how multicultural diversity 

creates new (cultural, social, entrepreneurial) 

dynamics that structure the notion of a 

“cosmopolitan city”.  

(3) To promote a discussion about Portuguese 

colonial policy, decolonization, and 

immigration under the lenses of Africana 

Studies.  

(4) To re-evaluate the impact of the minorities in 

the social, cultural and economic dynamics 

of the city of Lisbon throughout its history.  

(5) To have students experience different 

backgrounds and cultures in order to promote 

social awareness and inclusiveness.  

(6) To engage students of different areas in 

creative and collaborative thinking.  

(7) To explore the conception of field trip as a 

short-term experiential business education.

One of the oldest cities in 

the world, and the second-oldest European capital city, 

Lisbon is recognized as a global hub for its prominence 

in art, literature, architecture and design, technological 

development, finance, and international trade. Known 

for its cosmopolitanism and cultural diversity since the 

Age of Discovery, Lisbon will be the center of our 

exploration of how multicultural heritage, due mostly 

to African diaspora, has created new social, economic 

and cultural dynamics that have molded the status of 

the city as a singular destination to visit.    

The theoretical and critical readings will give students’ 

tools to develop critical thinking of Lisbon’s 

contemporary issues with (and solutions to) diversity, 

gentrification and poverty, tradition and modernization.
